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. PENING SESSION

The Welcome Address was given by Dr. Jae-In Shin, President of the Korea Afomic
Energy Research Institute (KAERI). In his speech, he highlighted the efforts made so far by the
Republic of Korea to attain a high level of self-sufficiency in nuclear power technology. as well
as the prospects for further development of the indigenous nuclear power design.

Dr. Yong-Hwan Kim, Director of the Atomic Energy International Division, Afomic Energy
Office, Ministry of Science and Technology. delivered the Official Address and decliared the
meeting opened. In his remarks, he emphasized the importance given by Korea to the
regional cooperation in the frame of the project and under the general umbrella of RCA.

Mr. Pablo Molina, |IAEA Technical Officer for the RCA Project on Energy and Nuclear
Power Planning, welcomed the participants to the Workshop and expressed IAEA’s gratitude
to the Korean Government and the host institution for agreeing to host the meeting. He briefly
reviewed the Workshop objectives, namely:

a) Presentation by participants from RCA Member Stases of national reports on the
status of nuclear power programmes in their countries, following the guidelines
and format recommended by the Bangkok EAGM,

b) Identification of the key issues involved in the implementation of nuclear power
programmes with special account to the conditions of RCA Member States,
c) Provision of a fentative list of actions and infended activities fo be organized

within the project in order to adequately address the above key issues.

In a short presentation following the opening ceremony, A movie was shown,
highlighting the principal activifies of KAERI and how they are imbedded in the overall nuclear
power programme of the Republic of Korea. This movie was well appreciated by the
participants.

The Workshop was attended by a total of 26 participants, including one participant
each from the following RCA countries: Bangladesh, China, India, Indonesia, Republic of
Korea, Malaysia, Mongolia, Pakistan, Philippines, Thailand and Viet Nam. One additional
participant was sent by Philippines, while ROK provided seven (7) additional participants and
six (6) observers. The full list of participants is given in Annex 1.

The proposed Agenda was adopted with minor changes. particularly for the mormning
session on Monday. The sessions on country reports were adjusted to allow for presentations
by all countries represented in the meeting. Special periods were dedicated to the formulation
of the general Workshop recommendations. The programme of the opening ceremony is
shown in Annex 2, while the agreed agenda appears in Annex 3.

After adoption of the Agenda, the Workshop proceeded with the selection of the
chairman. The representative from India nominated Dr. Byung Koo Kim, Vice-president for
Nuclear Fuel Technology Group and Mr. Young Myung Choi, Director, Nuclear Policy Research
Division, both from KAERI, as chairmen for the meeting. These nominations were supported by
the representative from Pakistan. Messrs. Kim and Choi were unanimously elected as co-
chairmen of the workshop.



I COUNTRY REPORTS

Reports were presented by the participants on the experience with nuclear power
programme planning and implementation in their countries with emphasis on the outlook of
nuclear power in the country. The following reports were presented at the Workshop:

Because of the large amount of information o be discussed, the Korean experience
was covered in six presentations. The first one was made by Mr. H.M. Lee of KAERI, and was
intended to serve as a background for the more detailed presentations that were organized
to describe the activities of the various Korean institutions involved in the execution of this
programme. In addition, although the representative from Sri Lanka could not participate in
the workshop, his paper was distributed during the meeting.

Each presentation was followed by an extended period of generadl discussions.

. TECHNICAL SESSION

The 1AEA representative made a short presentation related to the expectations from
the Workshop in terms of (Q) identifying what are the key issues for nuclear power programme
implementation worldwide and within the RCA region; () formulating a proposed plan of
action to address these issues, both at the national level and within a regional context; and
(c) establishing a programme of activities to be supported by the present RCA project. For
these purposes, participants were requested to divide into smaller groups of 3-4 in order to
prepare individual recommendations. These were then discussed fo produce the
recommended actions detailed in Section IV below.

It was the general consensus of the participants that all objectives of the Workshop
were successfully met. They also commended the IAEA for dll its efforts in assisting Member
States in making sound decisions related to the introduction of nuclear power in a given
country and the further support for implementation of nuclear power programmes.

Participants recognized that nuclear power plays an important role in satisfying the
electricity requirements in several countries in the Asia and Pacific region, and that nuclear will
be even more important in the future, in wiew of the increasing demand for energy and
electricity resulting from the phenomenal economic growth that has been experienced in
recent years and that is expected to confinue in the coming years in the region. They dlso
recoghnized that this option must be properly compared against other alternatives for electricity
generation, faking into account the parficular conditions of the country as well as the special
requirements and benefits of each alternative. In the case of nuclear, the key issues and
potential constraints associated with the implementation of a nuclear power programme were
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identified, as shown in the detailed recommendations in Annex 15. At the national level, the
most important issue remains the Government commitment to support the implementation of
the programme, while several other issues may play different roles depending on the country.

The Workshop recommended several actions to address these issues atf various levels,
with emphasis on the actions and acfivities the fhat can be effectively organized within the
frame of the present regional project. These activities are discussed in Section IV below.

Finally, the participants recommended fo publish all national reports and the
documents produced during the Workshop as an RCA report or Working Paper in order to
tacilitate the dissemination of the proposed schedule and the organization of the case studies
as well as the preparation of country reports for the Manila workshop.

IV. RECOMMENDED FUTURE ACTIVITIES

1. Regional seminars/workshops and training activities on:

. Identification of infrastructure needs in various countries of the region
Strategies on the localization, sfandardization and self-reliance in manufacturing
and construction of NP plants

Financing of NPP (vendors and lenders fo be invited)
Technology-transfer and indigenization strategies and experiences.
Economics of nuclear power,

Organizational aspects.

Strengthening of regulatory activities.

Preparation of bid documents.

Evaluation of bids.

Siting.

2. National Seminars:

National seminars could be arranged upon request by interested countries to inform
the national decision makers about the benefits of nuclear power in the long run.

3. Expert Services

RCA could provide, on request by interested countries, expert services on specific issues
of nuclear power project planning and implementation such as preparation of bid
documents, and assessment of indigenous capabilities and infrastructure, with particular
reference to the identification of scope for local participation.

4. Exchange of Visits

Exchange of visits by planners and management personnel from RCA countfries should
be arranged to countries having experience in the implementation of nuclear power
projects, in order to obtain a clearer view of actions needed to successfully surmount
potential barriers.
