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The Meeting was held at the Center for Application of Isotopes and Radiation (CAIR), Pasar
Jumat, Jakarta, Indonesia from 26-29 November 1991. There were 21 participants, 13 of whom
were national counterparts. Only the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea and Singapore
were not represented. The list of participants and observers is given in Annex |.

The Meeting was Chaired by Dr. John F. Easey the RCA Co-ordinator.

1. inaugural Session

The Meeting was opened by Dr. Nazir Abdullah, Deputy Director General, National Atomic
Energy Agency (BATAN). He welcomed the delegates to Indonesia and expressed his country's
honour at hosting the meeting. He briefly reviewed the activities and commented on the benefits
achieved. He went on o comment on the need for further work as outlined in the new project
proposal submitted to UNDP. A full text of Dr. Nazir's speech is given in Annex 2.

In his opening remarks on behalf of the Director General of the IAEA, the RCA Co-
ordinator, Dr. J.F. Easey. thanked the Government of Indonesia and the Indonesian Atomic Energy
Agency (BATAN) for hosting the National Counterpart Meeting. He went on to compliment them
for the high standard of the arrangements and facilities and also for their long-term contribution
and commitment to the UNDP Industrial Project.

In his remarks concerning the purpose of the Meeting, he pointed out that it was
necessary to correctly and accurately document the project in the terminal report. The final
report would be the record on which the achievements over 10 years would be judged and
would be the basis for justifying future project support from UNDP and might aiso be used in
funding proposals presented to other organizations.



With a view 1o the immediate future, he informed the meeting that, although all UNDP
project activities would cease on 31 December 1991, some bridging activities, funded by extra-
budgetary resources from Australia and Japan, would occur in 1992, This was agreed at the 13th
RCA Working Group Meeting in Ho Chi Minh City in March 1991 and subsequently endorsed at
the 20th RCA General Conference Meeting in Vienna in September 1991. In addition there will
be 3 Regional Training/Workshop activities supported by the Governments of India, China and
the Republic of Korea. This bridge of activities would assist in maintaining the momentum of the
project and avoid a vacuum between the cessation of one project and the start of another.

He informed the meeting on the latest situation on the programme of the new Project
proposal 1o UNDP.

2. Session 1: ADMINISTRATIVE MATTER
2.1 Review of Draft Terminal Report

The Draft Terminal Report was reviewed on a page by page basis by the delegates. This
revision is given in Annex 4.
e
There was general agreement at the Meeting on the need to adequately inform
government decision makers and politicians so that they are aware of the impact and the
consequent benefits of the use of the nuclear technologies.

In reviewing the tabling of investments in nuclear technologies, concern was expressed
that equipment provided outside of the UNDP project for bilateral government programmes
should have the donor's contribution recognized.

3. Session 2: FUTURE PROJECT PROPOSALS

3.1 Review of Project Formulation Framework (PFF) for new Regional Project Funded
by UNDP

Copies of the final version of the PFF and the attached covering letter, which were sent
to UNDP headquarters on 4th Ociober 1991, were circulated to the participants (Annex 5). The



changes in the PFF from the version included in the background papers to the 20th RCA General
Conference Meeting held in September 1991 were explained in the context of the priorities
expressed by UNDP for the 5th Intercountry Programme Cycle (ICP-5).

3.2 Review of the Australian Project Proposal.

The delegate from Australia reviewed the proposal for an Australian funded RCA project
on "the Applications of Isotope and Radiation Technology o Regional Development with Special
Reference to Industry and Nuclear Medicine” {Annex 6). This had been circulated fo all RCA
Member States in October 19941, He outlined the background to the proposal and explained the
developments that had led to the present document. He said that, if accepted, the project
would have assured funding of A$4.5 million for 3 years.

He emphasized that this proposal was not dependent on UNDP funding the new project
proposal. It was a 'stand alone’ project that had strong links and interconnection with the new
UNDP Project proposal.

In response to questions on factors that might affect the Australian proposal going ahead,
the RCA Co-ordinator explained that the proposal would have fo be accepted by the RCA
Working Group Meeting in Tokyo 1992 and approved by the RCA General Conference Meeting
and the IAEA Board of Governers. Once these approvals had been obtained, the project would
be able to proceed. '

3.3 Future bridging Activities

The RCA Co-ordinator toid the meeting that the 1992 programme of bridging activities still
had to be finalized and that once this had happened the programme would be distributed to
member states. He emphasized that because it was arising from slippage of events from 1991,
the level of activity would be modest.

4, Session 3: CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The participants submitted country comments and/or statements on the project and aiso
on possible future activities (Annex 7 -49).



The main recommendations of the meeting were encompassed in the Recommendations
recorded in the reviewed Terminal Report (Annex 4 PP 55 - 6).

5. CLOSING SESSION

In his concluding remarks the RCA Co-ordinator thanked the delegates for their positive
contributions 1o both meetings. There had been a lot of effort from all of them in refining the
Terminal Report and the additional information supplied by the delegates would further
strengthen not only the document but would also reinforce the case for future support from UNDP.
There were some positive indications of support coming from UNDP regional offices but he felt
that it was still necessary to maintain the pressure and fry fo ensure that each Member State had
in its Country Statement at MAC-5 in Manila in January 1992 a firm statement of support for the
new project proposal.

He expressed his appreciation for the support given fo the project by all Member States.
He gave special thanks to the Government of Indonesia for their support for the Project Office
over the past eight years as well as their efforts in hosting the present meeting.

Looking to the future he hoped that UNDP would finance the new project proposal and,
if this were so, it would be appropriate to have a National Counterparts Meeting in November
1992. The Government of Thailand has tentatively indicated it would be willing to host this.

In closing the mesting he paid tribute to the dedication and achievements of the Project
Office staff, the long-term experts, who had been stationed in Malaysia and Indonesia, and the
Project Co-ordinators. All had played important roles in the project and had made significant
contributions to the recorded achievements. He wished all delegate a safe trip home and
looked forward fo future activities which would enable the strong regional co-operation to
continue.

Following the issue in August of your droft report on "Asia-Pacific Co-operation in the
1990's: Fifth Inter-Country Programme of UNDP 1992-96™ we have noted with satisfaction that this
project proposal fully complies with the six criteria on which ICP-5 proposals will be judged. The
introduction has been aligned with these criteria to illustrate this.

It was heartening to see that in your infroduction fo the report, you highlighted many
aspects included in this RCA proposal such as:

- the strengthening of already established institutions to promote the creation of
regional networks among national institutions anxious o develop regional
linkages.

- the use of regional dialogue o promote and pursue TCDC objectives.

- the development of common systems of accreditation and qualifications fogether
with harmonization and standardization of regulations and practices.

- the pursuit of technologies to address the problem of joint resource management.

- the addressing of regional technology tfransfer and the development technology
appropriate to the common regional needs together with establishing the essential
critical mass of experienced technologists essential fo the sustainability of the
transferred technology.

Although the RCA proposal directly addresses the main issue of the Environment and
Natural Resource Management, it is important to also recognize that the project has arole inthe
other two major themes: Human Development and Economic Reform.

For example in Human Development, the introduction of these technologies will
significantly contribute to increased vocational and entrepreneurial skills. From past experience
with the UNDP/IAEA Projects RAS/79/061 and RAS/86/07 3 people frained under these programmes
and others associated with them, have moved from Government research institutes and set up
their own businesses. The area of Non-Destructive Testing has been a specific area where there
have been a number of such instances.

The issues of harmonization of qualifications, certification, and accreditation are of major
significance in this proposal, while the extensive use of the regional and national networking and
the emphasis on regional management directly contribute to expansion and extension of
managerial skills.

In the area of Economic Reform, the access to some of the technologies in the proposal
will assist trade through, for example, the establishment of technical expertise, acceptance of
products on the basis of enhanced quality. regionally accepted standards of manufacture and
products with enhanced characterists (e.9. free from potentially dangerous chemicals).

The introduction on a regional basis of many of these technologies in the sensitive and
emotive area of the environment will undoubtedly increase the potential for the establishment
of consultancy services both in the Government and the Private Sectors. As has happened in
Developed Countries, there is pressure in many Asian Pacific Countries for Governmenial
Agencies fo undertake commercial work and provide advisory services on a commercial basis
to other sectors of their national economies. The programme of activities in this proposal will
assist national Governments in this goal.

As you will be aware the RCA Member States have been very actively supporting this
proposal and the two major regional donors Australia and Japan have expressed strong support.
