REPORT OF MEETING

1. INTRODUCTION

A meeting on UNDP/RCA/IAEA Project entitled “Better Management of the
Environment, Natural Resources and Industrial Growth through Isotopes and Radiation
Technology”,  sub-project Air Pollution and Trends and sub-project Electronic
Networking and Outreach was held at the Malaysian Institute for Nuclear Technology
Research (MINT), Bangi, Malaysia from 9 — 13 March 1998. The meeting was attended
by 27 representatives from 14 RCA Member States, namely: Australia, India, Indonesia,
Japan, Malaysia, Myanmar, New Zealand, Pakistan, Philippines, Republic of Korea,
Singapore, Sri Lanka, Thailand and Vietnam. The full list of participants for sub-project
Air Pollution and Trends and sub-Project Electronic Networking and Outreach are given
in Annex 1a and Annex 1b, respectively.

The purpose of the Meeting is to review the activities and development of the respective
areas in the sub-projects in each Member States and to develop project proposals, work-
plans, activities and budget for the implementation of the sub-projects.

2. JOINT OPENING SESSION

The Meeting was opened in a joint session attended by representatives to the two sub-
project meetings by the Deputy Director General of MINT, Dr. Nahrul Khair Alang Md.
Rashid. He welcomed all participants to the Meeting and expressed the hope that they
would have an enjoyable stay and productive Meeting. He gave a brief description of the
purpose of the meeting and further stressed the importance of achieving an early
consensus on the scope of the project to give ample time for the preparation of the project
proposal document. He mentioned that the project proposal should be well presented with
clear objectives, work-plan and activities enumerated. Besides UNDP, IAEA should be
considered to be like any other potential donor and that the materials put forward for
support, should be constructed on the basis of persuading the IAEA and other donors that



the proposal is worth supporting in terms of effectiveness and cost. He explained that the
proposals will be tabled in the RCA Working Group Meeting in New Zealand, 30 March —
3 April 1998. Finally he expressed his confidence that with the technical expertise and
experience in working in regional program of the representatives the Meeting will come to
a fruitful conclusion.

Dr. Nahrul Khair then invited the IAEA TC Liaison Officer for Malaysia, Dr. Ainul Hayati
Daud to brief the participants on the conduct of the Meeting and the expectation of the
IAEA of the Meeting. Dr. Nahrul Khair then invited Meeting participants to introduce
themselves and give a brief account of their work and experience after which he
introduced the Malaysian representatives to the Meeting,.

The participants of the respective sub-projects of the host country (Malaysia) volunteered
to be the Chairman of each Sub-project Meetings. They are Dr. Nahrul Khair Alang Md
Rashid for Sub-project Electronic Networking and Outreach and Dr. Abdul Khalik Haji
Wood for Sub-project Air Pollution.

The Meeting then proceeded in two parallel sub-project meetings.

3. SUB-PROJECT ELECTRONIC NETWORKING AND OUTREACH

The chairman formally tabled the draft Agenda and it was adopted with the provision that
necessary changes will be made subject to the agreement of the Meeting. The final
Agenda is in Annex lc. Dr. John Easey (Australia) was elected Co-chairman of the
meeting.

(a)  Country Presentations

Each of the delegates was invited to present their national programs and proposals. The
full text of each country presentation are given in the following Annexes:

Following the country presentations, there was a round table discussion on relevant /
related issues which covers the topics of IAEA Information Model RCA Homepage
(Annex 2.12), National Homepage, INIS, Online cataloging, Internet Connection, WEB
Sites, and UNDP Program on Asia-Pacific Development Information Program (APDIP).

(b) Sub-project Proposal Development

The Meeting agrees that the project will comprise components which together will
enhance interactions between Member Countries and with non-nuclear research institutes
which would improve the dissemination of information on the application and advantages
of the applications of nuclear science and technology. Based on the discussions the
following five components were proposed and agreed:

Component 1: Establishment of RCA Homepage;
Component 2: Establishment of National Homepages for each Member State;
Component 3: Establishment of “on-line” cataloguing capability for those countries
without these facilities;
Component 4: Regional implementation of Distance Learning Material for Radiation
Protection Training; and
Component 5: Emergency Preparedness Training.

The Meeting discussed each component in detail to formulate their scopes, objectives,
activities, budget, and milestones.

The Meeting agreed that the “prototype” RCA Homepage under preparation by the
Agency be used as the basis for this Component of the project. It was also agreed that the
RCA Homepage contains links to National Homepages for each Member States. The
representative from India, Dr. Balakrishnan, offers to prepare an outline of the contents of
the National Homepage for comments by other Member Countries, and the Meeting
accepted the offer. It was also agreed that this project makes available provision for the
publishing of electronic newsletter which will be made available to other projects within
the RCA Project. Components 4 and 5 are part of the projects previously approved by the
RCA General Conference Meeting in 1997 and are funded by contribution from the
Australian Government. These components are to make use of the networking facility
made for their implementations.

() Overview of UNDP Asia-Pacific Development Information Program (APDIP)

The Meeting also recognizes UNDP initiatives in information technology in the region
under its program on Asia Pacific Development Information Program (APDIP) and
concluded that networking with that program to be established. For the purpose of
obtaining additional information and the possibility of linkage Mr. Gabriel Accascina,
UNDP Regional Coordinator for APDIP in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia, was invited to the
Meeting to present APDIP policy and activities (Annex 2.13). He noted that there are
areas where the APDIP program could supplement / complement and assist the



RCA/IAEA by supporting work areas in line with regional needs. He offered existing
server under the APDIP to be the mirror site for the RCA Homepage. RCA Member
States are also encouraged to participate in the training activities of APDIP. This offer is
reflected in the project proposal and it was suggested by the Meeting that the Agency/
Office of the RCA Coordinator arrange for an official contact for that purpose.

(d)  Preparation of Project Proposal and Work-plan

A Project Proposal was prepared taking into account all the issues discussed and
suggestions during the Meeting. The Project Proposal is in Annex 2.14

4. RECOMMENDATION AND CONCLUSION
The followings are the recommendations of the Meeting:

(1)  That the RCA Homepage be adopted as the basis for the hosting of information
relating to RCA/IAEA Program,

(2)  That the Agency follow-up on formalizing linkage with UNDP for the use of
APDIP server to mirror the RCA Homepage;

(3)  That the Meeting of Representatives in 7 .ew Zealand beginning 30 March 1998
consider the sub-project proposal for endorsement and acceptance into the RCA
Programme..

The Meeting noted that due to the absence of any IAEA representation in the meeting the
project report was prepared without having the benefit of the knowledge of the latest
IAEA policy and activities. It was felt that the presence of an IAEA representative in
future meetings would be beneficial and back-up online communication with the Agency in
Vienna is essential. The Meeting concludes that the results of the Meeting are the agreed
consensus views of the participants.

5. JOINT CLOSING SESSION

The two Sub-project Meetings reconvened for a Joint Closing Session which was chaired
by Dr. Ahmad Sobri Haji Hashim, Director General of MINT. He invited the chairmen of
the sub-project Meetings to summarize the proposals and highlight their main features
which were delivered by the co-chairmen, Dr. Gangadharan and Dr. Easey. Dr. Ahmad
Sobri expressed his appreciation to all participants, in particular to the chairmen and co-
chairmen for their enthusiastic efforts and contributions in the formulation of the sub-
project proposals. He further stressed that he will try his very best to present the
proposals at the RCA Working Group Meeting in New Zealand.

Mr. John Easey on behalf of the participants registered its appreciation for the support
given by the Malaysian Government by hosting this event and praised MINT for the hard
work and dedication of its staff who had supported the Meeting so efficiently and
effectively.
